2. Eligible and Ineligible Expenditure  additional text  add to existing wording. 
2.1. Other examples of expenditure, which are prohibited, include the following: 
2.1.1. activities which may lead to civil unrest.

4.5. The Grant Recipient and Downstream Partners shall have a zero-tolerance approach towards Aid Diversion, including any associated inappropriate behaviour. The Grant Recipients and Downstream Partners will fully co-operate with investigations into such events, whether led by the Authority or the Grant Recipient. 
 
4.6. Notwithstanding any other provisions in this Grant Funding Agreement or other contractual requirements, the Authority may recover from the Grant Recipient all or part of the Grant paid under this Grant Funding Agreement in the event of actual or suspected Aid Diversion. 
 
4.7. Consistent with local and international legislation and applicable United Nations Security Council resolutions, the Authority, Grant Recipient and Downstream Partners are firmly committed to the international fight against terrorism. It is the 
 policy to seek to ensure that none of its resources are used, directly 
or indirectly, to provide support to individuals or entities associated with terrorism and that Authority staff and its programmes activity are compliant with counter terrorist financing legislation. In accordance with this policy, the Authority expects the Grant Recipient and all Downstream Partners to make themselves aware of and comply with their obligations under the relevant counter terrorist financing legislation.

5. Due diligence  add new section. 
 
5.1. In utilising the resources, the Grant Recipient will exercise the same care in the  
discharge of its functions under this Grant Funding Agreement as it exercises with respect to the administration and management of its own resources and affairs. The Grant Recipient will co-operate fully with any due diligence assessment by the Authority or its agents, of the Grant Recipients own internal controls and system prior to or during the implementation of this Grant Funding Agreement and take appropriate action on any  recommendations arising. Due diligence assessments may be conducted every 3 years or earlier if there is a significant change to the Grant Recipients procedures and controls or operating environment. A range of tools may be used to conduct the assessment and  
continuation of this Grant Funding Agreement will be dependent on the Authority being  
satisfied that the Grant Recipient has sufficient capacity and capability to deliver the project and manage the Grant. 
 	 	 
5.2. The Grant Recipient will undertake suitable due diligence and take the necessary steps prior to transferring Authority funds and at regular intervals throughout the implementation to assess the internal controls and systems of any Downstream  Partners. 6. Delivery Chain Risk Map  add new section. 
 
6.1. The Grant Recipient will maintain and provide to the Authority an up to date and accurate record of Downstream Partners in receipt of Grant. This forms the basis of the delivery chain risk map which should demonstrate how funds flow from the initial source to end beneficiaries, and the risks and potential risks along the chain. 
 
6.2. The delivery chain risk map should be updated regularly by the Grant Recipient and when there are material changes to the project risk assessment and/or to Downstream Partners in the chain. As a minimum the Grant Recipient will provide the Authority with an updated delivery risk map at the following intervals:

The Grant Recipient agrees that the Authority may make any redactions of this Grant Funding Agreement that the Authority considers appropriate when disclosing this Grant Funding Agreement. 
 
7.2. Subject to clause 28.1, the Grant Recipient gives consent for this Grant Funding Agreement (and any subsequent amendments), and associated funding information, to be published by the Authority to the general public. 
 
7.3. The Grant Recipient acknowledges that the Authority supports the requirements of the International Aid Transparency Initiative (IATI) Standard and shall, at the 
 reasonable request, provide all necessary assistance to enable the Authority to meet the IATI Standard which shall include the provision of all information and data necessary for the transparent, accurate, timely and comprehensive publishing of all data on all activities related to the delivery of development, co-operation and humanitarian aid. 
 
7.4. The Grant Recipient will also publish to the IATI standard regarding all its Authority sourced ODA funding within six (6) months of the start of this Grant 
Funding Agreement. The Authority requires the Grant Recipient to publish to the 
IATI standard regarding all its non-Authority-sourced ODA funding and for its Downstream Partners to publish to the IATI standard regarding all of their ODA funding. The intention of this commitment is to allow traceability throughout the delivery chain.  
 
7.5. The Grant Recipient gives consent for this Grant Funding Agreement (and any  subsequent amendments) and associated funding information to be published on 
 
 
8. Data protection and Public Procurement  add new wording. 
 
8.1. Cyber security is the protection of systems, networks and data to prevent cybercrime. The Grant Recipient is responsible for managing cyber security risk under its own policies and procedures. 
 
8.2. The Grant Recipient must ensure that any of its Representatives involved in the Funded Activities will, adopt such policies and procedures that are required in order to ensure that it adheres to international best practice and applicable regulations, is transparent, fair and open and is designed to achieve value for money in the procurement of goods or services funded by the Grant. 
 
8.3. 10. Assets  add new wording 
 
10.1. The Authority considers equipment and supplies purchased in part or fully from Authority-provided ODA funds as project assets if they have a useful life of more than one year; and either (1) the purchase price or development cost of an individual Asset is in excess of £500 or equivalent in local currency; or (2) is a group of lower value items that are mobile and considered attractive (e.g. mobile phones, cameras, laptops, tablets, satellite phones, vehicles, food, pharmaceutical products, relief packs, etc.) with a combined purchase price or development cost in excess of £500 or equivalent in local currency. 
 
10.2. The Grant Recipient will establish and maintain an inventory of all such Assets.  
 
10.3. The Grant Recipient will ensure that a physical check of all Assets takes place on at least an annual basis and submit to the Authority an up to date inventory using the template provided in Schedule XXX (Inventory of Assets), providing confirmation of the checks, alongside the annual accounts. Where possible, the Grant Recipient should undertake these checks directly.  
 
10.4. The Grant Recipient will be accountable for the appropriate use and control of inventory items and Assets, in line with this Grant Funding Agreement. 
 
10.5. The Grant Recipient will manage the risk of Assets being lost, stolen, damaged or destroyed under its own policies and procedures. The Authority expects the Grant Recipient to cover the cost of repairing or replacing lost, stolen, damaged or destroyed Assets and should make a risk-based decision on how best to do this. 10.6. The Authority will retain ultimate ownership of all Assets, specifically Project Assets, including financial Assets and information Assets, until ownership transfer or asset disposal is otherwise approved in writing by the Authority, normally at the end of this Grant Funding Agreement. The Grant Recipient should propose an appropriate disposal schedule to the Authority in writing no later than two months before the Project end date. 
 
11. Assignment and risk  add new wording 
 
11.1. The Grant Recipient will develop and maintain an up to date risk register that, as a minimum, enables individual risks to be clearly identified, an assessment of their likelihood and impact, how they will be dealt with and escalated and who is responsible for monitoring and reporting on them. 
 
11.2. The Grant Recipient will manage all risks in relation to this project unless otherwise approved as part of the risk register and in writing with the Authority. Where the Grant recipient transfers risk to any Downstream Partner, the Grant Recipient will remain accountable to the Authority for the effective management of that risk. 
 
12. Spending Controls  Marketing, Advertising, Communications and Consultancy and Digital Spend  add new wording. 
 
12.1. For purposes of this Grant Funding Agreement, the UK government and the Authority defines digital spend as any external-facing service provided through the internet to citizens, businesses, civil society or non-government organisations. This includes any spend on web-based or mobile information services, websites, knowledge or open data portals, transactional services such as cash transfers, web applications and mobile phone apps. 
 
12.2. The Grant Recipient will ensure that all Digital Spend related to this Grant Funding Agreement is carried out in a manner consistent with the Principles for Digital Development. 
 
12.3. The Grant Recipient and its Downstream Partners will notify the Authority of any proposed Digital Spend prior to carrying out any Digital Spend activities. 
 
13. ODA Branding  add new wording. 
 
13.1. The Grant Recipient will proactively look for ways to build support for development and raise awareness of Authority and UK Government funding. The Grant Recipient will explicitly acknowledge Authority funding, in written and verbal communications about activities related to the funding, to the public or 
third parties, including in announcements, and through use, where appropriate, of
